2.�During our review of the Water Operating Revenues - Sales of Water
Schedule on page W-2, we noted that in column (c) the number of gallons sold
was not reported in thousands as directed in the headnote at the top of the
column.  We have revised our copy of page W-2 to show column (c) in
thousands.  Please do the same to your copy.

3.�The Commission is now using a computerized system to build an annual
report database.  It is, therefore, important to have a complete and correct
annual report.
